Eyes blink and
tear; pupils dilate
and constrict to
light. Stan’s eyes
close as anesthesia
takes effect and
reopen when he
regains conscious-
ness.

Chest rises and
falls. Students can
reinflate collapsed
lungs by inserting
a needle.

Heartbeat is audible.
If Stan goes into car-
diac arrest, students
can perform CPR or
use defibrillator pad-
dles.

IV can be inserted
into right arm.

Popliteal pulse can
be felt behind both
knees

Femoral (groin),
carotid (neck), and
radial and brachial
(wrist and arm)
pulses can be felt.

Genitalia are inter-
changeable.

Bilateral pedal
pulse can be felt
on the tops of both
feet.

Students can 
discover internal
bleeding by insert-
ing a thick needle
in bottom of 
thorax and extract-
ing fluid.

Mouth inhales 
oxygen, exhales
carbon dioxide
